SPEAKER: Victor Wang, Ph.D. Clariant
Corporation

Topic:  Modeling of Pipeline Corrosion and
Corrosion Inhibition

Modeling of CO2/H2S corrosion in the multiphase
transportation pipeline will be introduced and
corrosion influential factors will be discussed for the
purpose of inhibitor selection. The first CO2

corrosion prediction model was introduced by de-
Waard and Williams in 1975 and since then it has
become a progressive activity in oil and gas
industry to transfer laboratory and field corrosion-
related experiences into mathematical equations,
including the incorporation of knowledge from other
disciplines. This enables a quick guideline for
corrosion risk assessment and pipeline integrity
maintenance for corrosion engineers.

Dr. Wang graduated from University of Petroleum
China with Bachelor and Masters degrees, and
PhD degree at Institute for Corrosion and
Multiphase Technology (ICMT) at Ohio University
in 2002.  He joined Clariant Oil Service in 2005 as
a corrosion specialist to provide technical supports
to filed engineers by conducting laboratory tests
and computer simulation.   Dr. Wang has more
than 15 publications in journals and conferences in
the areas of flow and corrosion. While working as a
project leader at Ohio University in 2004, Dr. Wang
participated in developing the corrosion prediction
software MULTICORP v3.1 which has been
extensively recognized by major oil companies.
