Guest Speaker: Mr. Ed Jagels

Biography

District Attorney Ed Jagels has been Kern
County’s top prosecutor since 1983. He is a
graduate of Stanford University, where he
received his B.A. in history, and the University
of California, Hastings College of Law where
he received his J.D. During Jagels’ tenure as
District Attorney, Kern County has had the
highest per capita prison commitment rate of
any major California County. Jagelsis a
former president and director of the California
District Attorney’s Association. In 1994 he
was appointed to the Governor’s Law
Enforcement Steering Committee, and in 1995
was appointed the chairman of the Attorney
General’'s Policy Council on Violence
Prevention.

Mr. Jagels is frequently asked to participate in
newspaper, radio and television discussions on
such subjects as "Three Strikes and Your Out,"
victim’s rights, court reform, and legislation.

A strong proponent of public safety, he was the
Kern County co-chairman of Proposition 8, the
"Victims Bill of Rights,” in 1982. In 1986, he
was the steering committee chairman for
Crime Victims for Court Reform, the principal
organization campaigning for the defeat of
California Supreme Court Justices Bird,
Grodin, and Reynoso. In 1990, he was co-
author of the "Crime Victims Justice Reform
Act” (Prop. 115), a sweeping criminal
procedure reform, and chairman of its
campaign organization, the Crime Victims
California Justice Committee.
