Robert A. Horton, Jr., grew up in northeast Ohio and
graduated from high school in 1969.

In 1974 he enrolled at the University
of Tennessee where he received his M.S. in Geology in 1977.
In 1976 he went to work a s a for
exploration program in Tennessee and in 1977 he joined
Bendix Field Engineering Corp. in Atlanta as geologist
wor king on the Department
Resource Evaluation (NURE). He moved to Colorado in 1979
to begin graduate work at Colorado School of Mines. He took

during 1982 to take a position as

geochemist at Anaconda Minerals. He then worked as a
consultant in the Denver area while completing his dissertation
on dolomitization of host rocks in the Leadville and Gilman
mining districts of Colorado, for which he received his Ph.D.
in 1985. In fall of 1984 he moved to Bakersfield to take a
faculty position at California State University. Since then he
has conducted research on the diagenesis of reservoir
sandstones of the west central San Joaquin basin and
collaborated on studies of Recent dolomites in the Bahamas.
His research has been supported by local petroleum industry,
the National Science Foundation, U.S. Department of Defense,
U.S. Department of Agriculture, and the State of California.
He was chair of the CSUB Department of Physics and
Geology from 1992 to 1999 and again during 2005-2006. He
is currently serving as Interim Assistant Vice President for
Grants, Research, and Sponsored Projects at CSUB. He served
as Secretary (two terms), Vice President, and President of the
San Joaquin Geological Society, Vice President of the Pacific
Section SEPM, and has been a member (or alternate) of the
AAPG House of Delegates since 1991, serving on t hat
Rules and Credentials Committees. He has also been a member
of the Board of Governors of the California Well Sample
Repository since 1985 has held the position of Project Director
since 1995.
