Guest Speaker :  Congressman Kevin McCarthy 

Biography  

Congressman Kevin 
McCarthy, a fourth-generation 
Kern County resident, was 
elected in November 2006 to 
represent the 22nd District of 
California in the United States 
House of Representatives. 

McCarthy is focused on 
representing the people of the 22nd District and the wide 
array of interests in his district. The 22nd District of 
California includes fertile agricultural lands in the Central 
Valley and the Central Coast, rich energy resources, strong 
military facilities, and growing communities.  

McCarthy serves on the House Financial Services 
Committee, which oversees our country’s investment 
companies, banks, savings and loans, credit unions, 
insurance industry, and housing services. As a former 
member of the House Agriculture Committee and House 

Natural Resources Committee, McCarthy actively engages 
in policies under these committees’  jurisdiction. McCarthy 
is actively looking at new ways our country can reduce our 
dependence on foreign oil, and updating our outdated 
water infrastructure in California. 

In his first month in Congress, McCarthy was one of only 
three Republicans to serve on the House Administration 
Committee. He was also selected to serve as an Assistant 
Whip on the House Republican Whip Team. Finally, 
McCarthy was named to the powerful House Republican 
Steering Committee, which controls the committee 
assignments of House Republican members. His rapid 
ascension into leadership roles has him characterized as 
one of the “ rising stars”  in the 110th Congress and as a 
“young-gun”  and “ the strategist”  among three up and 
coming leaders in the House.  

Congressman McCarthy was born in Bakersfield, 
California. Before his 21st birthday, McCarthy 
successfully opened and operated a small business, Kevin 
O’s Deli. Owning a small business gave McCarthy 
important experience about the difficulties that 
entrepreneurs face from burdensome regulations and 
onerous taxes. After selling his business and finishing his 
undergraduate degree and Masters in Business 
Administration at California State University, Bakersfield, 
McCarthy worked for former Congressman Bill Thomas, 
and successfully won his first election in 2000 as Trustee 
to the Kern Community College District 

In 2002, McCarthy was elected to represent the 32nd 
Assembly District in the California State Assembly. He 
was selected unanimously by his Republican colleagues to 
serve as the Assembly Republican Leader, becoming the 
first freshman legislator and the first legislator from Kern 
County to assume the top post. McCarthy worked with 
Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger and Democrat leaders in 
the state Assembly and Senate to address many critical 
state issues. McCarthy and his wife, Judy, have two 
children, Connor and Meghan, and reside in Bakersfield.

TECHNICAL SESSION 
 
Speaker : Jonathan J Wylde, PhD - Clar iant Oil 
Services 
Dr Jonathan Wylde, SPE, is the Technical Manager for 
North America with Clariant Oil Services based in 
Houston, TX. He graduated from the University of Bristol 
in 1999 with a BSc in Geology and went on to complete 
his PhD in oilfield scale growth and inhibition in 2002. 
Wylde began working for Clariant Oil Services in 2002 as 
a senior research and development chemist before moving 
on to manage the production chemistry for the BP operated 
Miller, Clair and Bruce fields. His current role oversees 
and coordinates the technical research and development 
for Clariant Oil Services North America including product 
development, technical support and project management. 
 
Topic: Root Cause Failure Analysis, Removal and 
Mitigation Of I ron Sulfide Scale Deposition In the BP 
Bruce Produced Water  Reinjection  Plant 
 
Significant solids were found in the BP operated Bruce 
produced water reinjection (PWRI) piping during routine 
intrusive work. The 6”  discharge piping was 50% choked 
and the suction piping 30% choked. Analysis later 
confirmed this scale to be mostly mackinawite (FeS0.93-
0.96) with minor amounts of siderite (FeCO3) and 
strontium bearing barite (Ba(Sr)SO4). Approximately 1.8 
mT was removed from one 40 meter run of piping.  
 
The root cause of scale deposition was the alkaline H2S 
scavenger. A combined treatment of jetting and online 
dissolver was used to solve this problem. Treatment 
implementation was complicated by the complex nature of 
the plant and tie backs, and thus had to be closely managed 
and monitored. A novel iron chelating agent injected at a 
few hundred mg/l was used to dissolve remaining scale. 
Discovery of the scale, and the rapid treatment and 
removal program saved the PWRI plant from total 
blockage and shut down.
