BIOGRAPHY:

Doug Ely is a Kern County Deputy Sheriff and is currently
assigned to the "Air Support" unit. He has served with the Kern
County Sheriff's Department for 25 years. During his long
career, Deputy Ely has served assignments in Corrections
working the jail, Court Services as a bailiff, Transportation
officer driving buses to Los Angeles area prisons, Extradition
officer picking up inmates from out of state, and the patrol
division working the streets.

Deputy Ely is currently assigned to the Air Support Unit
flying both rotorcraft and fixed wing aircraft. His collateral
duties include being the Air Unit safety officer, a helicopter

flight instructor, and a driving instructor and for the Kern
County Sheriff's Department.

TOPIC: Air Support: "Missions and Capabilities"

Our mission: The role of the Air Support Unit is to support
the field deputies with a quality airborne asset, designed to
enhance criminal apprehension and provide for officer safety.
Other functions include search & rescue, pro-active patrol,
narcotic interdiction, and airborne support to the various police
departments located within the county.

"Air One" is one of the MD 500E helicopters currently in use.
These aircrafts are equipped with the latest in airborne law
enforcement technology, such as the NightSun (search light),
FLIR System (thermal imager), video camera, and video down-
link system. With this technology comes the adage: "You can
run, but you can't hide!"

So the next time you're in Kern County and see the light in
the sky, know that "Air One" is on duty watching over you.
