Energy Facts Every American Should K now

| have the privilege of serving on the U.S. Chamber of
Commerce Committee of 100 on behalf of our
organization. This meeting of the top 100 public policy
Chambersis always a great opportunity to meet with local,
state and U.S. Chamber leaders from around the country,
and as usual the most recent meeting was loaded with
policy and political information.

During the session on energy, Jim Robinson, special
counsel to U.S. Chamber President Tom Donohue, offered
his“Top 10 Facts | Learned About Energy (And Every
American Should Know).”

Robinson’s Top 10

1. Americaisnot asenergy “dependent” aspeople
think. More than two-thirds of our energy is
domestically produced; one third isimported. This
includes energy from all sources and for all purposes.

2. When it comesto petroleum, Americaisenergy
dependent. We import about 60 percent of our oil.
When President Nixon called on Americans to reduce
our reliance on this ail in the early 1970s, we imported
less than 40 percent from abroad.

3. A small shareof our oil comesfrom unstable Middle
East. Fifty percent of the United States' petroleum
products come from the Western Hemisphere; 19
percent from Africa; 17 percent from the Middle East;
and the rest from other places.

4. TheUnited States has plenty of energy. We are not
running out. Our country isthe Saudi Arabia of coal.
We have vast reserves of oil and gas on our lands and
off our shores. Yet much islocked away — 51 percent of
the oil and 27 percent of the gasin offshore areas are
completely off limits.

5. Asenergy demandsgrow, our energy infrastructure
isshrinking. In 1981 we had 324 refineriesin the
United States; today we have 132. Since 1990,
electricity demand has increased 25 percent, yet
investment in transmission lines has been declining.

6. TheUnited States gets 53 percent of itselectricity
from coal; 20 percent from nuclear; 15 percent from
gas; 7 percent from hydro; 3 percent from petroleum;
and just 2 percent from non-hydro renewable sources
such aswind and solar.

7. TheUnited Stateshas made great stridesin energy
efficiency. Since 1975, the amount of energy needed to

Eight-six percent of the United States' energy comes
from fossil fuels, which emit the CO2 believed to
contribute to global warming. By 2030, even with
gainsin efficiency and alternatives, most experts believe
fossil fuels still will comprise over 85 percent of our
energy.
