BIOGRAPHY:
Stan Ellis was born on July 4th, 1952 and grew up on a
struggling family farm in South Dakota. He worked his
way through the South Dakota School of Mines and
Technology and graduated with a degree in mathematics
in 1974. Not long after he left collage, he went to work in
the oilfields as a mud engineer. In 1982, he started his
own drilling fluids company; "West Coast Mud
Company", but couldn't survive the oil price collapse of
1986. He was able to start another company, Global
Environmental which salvaged products from oil refinery
sludge. He later sold that company and "retired" for 30

days, but started a similar company with operations in
Mexico, Malaysia, Indonesia and Japan. In 1994, he
started his current company, Sierra Process Systems,
Inc. which uses advanced technologies to minimize and
create uses for oil refinery byproducts to reduce air
pollution. He has about 70 employees with offices in
Bakersfield, Los Angles and Houston.
   He and his wife Bonnie have five children and 8
grandchildren.
