“ Spotlight on Industry”

One of the goals of the American Petroleum Institute is
to educate people on the oil industry and topics related to
the oil industry. Periodically there are important political
issues that arise that may have an impact on the oil
industry and those who work in the oil industry. The state
of California has one of those issues on the horizon. In
the interest of informing and educating oil industry
people, the San Joaquin Valley Chapter of the API
presents the following article, which was contributed by
Les Clark, to discuss the facts of a potential oil
severance tax.

The problem with Proposition 87 isn’t the goal of doing
more about alternative fuels.  The problem is what’s
actually in the 31 pages of Prop. 87 and what it would
actually do.  This $4 billion tax on oil produced in
California offers no guarantee of any progress toward
alternative fuels.

Instead, Prop. 87 offers the assurance of higher gas
prices and a greater dependence on imported oil.
Economic experts have found that this new tax would
reduce oil production in California which would also
result in hundreds of lost jobs in the oil industry and
related industries.

Prop. 87 offers the assurance of reduced revenues to
local governments – including less money for schools

and for emergency services like police and fire,
according to the state’s independent Legislative Analyst.

And Proposition 87 would turn over that $4 billion in
taxpayer dollars to a new state bureaucracy that would
be run by more than 50 political appointees – and would
be answerable to no one but those political appointees.
An analysis by state legislative staff found that this new
bureaucracy would be “unique in the sense that, while it
would use the taxing and borrowing authority of the state,
it would not be subject to prevailing standards regarding
personnel, contracting, public participation, conflict of
interest, and legislative oversight.”

And there is no requirement in Prop. 87 to produce any
results; only a requirement that this new bureaucracy
spend every dime of that $4 billion.

More than 250 groups now oppose Proposition 87, a list
that includes California Professional Firefighters,
California Coalition of Law Enforcement Associations
and other groups representing more than 130,000 public
safety officers.  That list includes the California Chamber
of Commerce and the California Manufacturers
Association, as well as the Black Business Association,
the California Hispanic Chambers of Commerce and the
Council of Asian Business Associations.  It includes the
California Taxpayers’ Association, Consumers First, the
California State Association of Counties and the list goes
on.

But the single best way to reach voters is one-on-one, so
don’t underestimate the importance of your
conversations with family and friends about Prop. 87.
Make sure the people you know and do business with,
hear first hand about the dangerous effects of Prop. 87.

Of course knowing all about the dangers of Prop. 87
won’t matter unless you get out and vote no on 87.
Election Day is November 7th, but if there’s any question
about whether you can vote that day, please sign up to
vote absentee.  The deadline to request an absentee
ballot is October 31st.

The campaign website, www.NoOn87.com, is the place
to get more information about the issues and to read the
initiative itself.  And if you’d like to get more involved in
the campaign – by writing a letter to your local paper,
sending an e-mail to friends or family, or other activities –
please contact Bridget Rudolph at the No on 87
campaign headquarters.  And remember, there are less
than 4 weeks to Election Day.
