“ Spotlight on Industry”

One of the goals of the American Petroleum Institute is to
educate people on the oil industry and topics related to the oil
industry. Periodically there are important political issues that
arise that may have an impact on the oil industry and those
who work in the oil industry. The state of California has one of
those issues on the horizon. In the interest of informing and
educating oil industry people, the San Joaquin Valley Chapter
of the API presents the following article, which was contributed
by Les Clark, to discuss the facts of a potential oil severance
tax.

First, a quick reminder about Proposition 87.  This is the $4
billion tax on oil producers in California (and only California),
and you know what that means:  less oil produced here, more
dependence on foreign oil, and higher prices for gas and other
fuels.

87 also sets up a new self-regulating bureaucracy to spend
that $4 billion, run by political appointees – and cost schools,
cities and counties millions of dollars in lost revenues.

So it isn’t just bad for our industry.  Prop. 87 is the wrong
direction for all Californians.
That’s why there’s the coalition opposing 87 now represents
more than 200 groups and individuals:

·  That’s why public safety groups like the California
State Firefighters’ Association, the California
Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (also
firefighters) and the Peace Officers Research
Association – representing more than 60,000
firefighters, police and other public safety officers –
oppose 87.  Because they know cuts to local
government mean cuts in critical services we all rely
upon.

·  That’s why taxpayer groups from the California
Taxpayers’ Association and the California Taxpayer
Protection Committee, to more than a dozen local

groups, oppose 87.  Because they know that turning
over public money to a politically-run bureaucracy is a
waste of our tax dollars.

·  That’s why groups as diverse as the California
Chamber of Commerce, the California Hispanic
Chamber of Commerce, the Council of Asian
Business Association, the Black Business
Association and dozens of other local and statewide
groups oppose 87.  Because they know that higher
gas prices hurt families and businesses alike.

But all that opposition doesn’t mean our task is easy.  You will
find plenty of resources to help on the campaign website,
www.NoOilTax.com.
